A Live Scan fingerprint appointment will be made at the time the completed application Is submitted.
Payment for Live Scan services is payable to the Town of Paradise at the time of the Live Scan
appointment. Live Scan fees are non-refundable. Live Scan results are returned directly to the
Department of Justice who will, in turn, issue a Certificate of Eligibility directly to the Police
Department. Please note: There is no specific time frame in which the Department of Justice Is
required to return results of fingerprints or Certificates.

No applications will be approved until the Certificate is received by the Police Department.

You will be notified when your application has been approved. At that time an appointment will be
scheduled to receive your Secondhand Dealer license.
