INSTRUCTIONS TO APPLICANT

Taxi Driver - Initial or Renewal

In order to obtain or renew your local regulatory permit as a Taxi Driver, please complete the
following items and return them to the Paradise Police Department:

■  Completed Taxi Driver Application
■  Supplemental Information Sheet
■  Business License Fee made payable to the Town of Paradise

o  Initial License Fee (See current Master Fee Schedule )
OR

o Renewal License Fee (See current Master Fee Schedule )
■  Certified print out of current Department of Motor Vehicle driver's license record.
■  Photocopy of current Driver's License
■  Original signed copy of drug screening from licensed clinic or physician.
■  Completed Live Scan fingerprint application
■  Payment of Live Scan fingerprint fees.

A Live Scan fingerprint appointment will be made at the time the completed application is submitted.
Payment for Live Scan services is payable at the time of the Live Scan appointment. Live Scan fees
are non-refundable. No applications will be approved until the fingerprint results are returned by the
California Department of Justice. Please note: there is no specific time frame in which the
Department of Justice is required to return results of fingerprints.

You will be notified when your application has been approved. At that time, an appointment will be
scheduled to have your photograph taken and to receive your Taxi Driver ID Card

■  Approval by Police Department

Taxi Driver licenses are valid for twelve months (12) from the date of issue. To renew, please submit
an updated application and follow the process above.

It is the responsibility of the applicant to know and understand the relevant Town municipal code
section and any other state or federal codes which may apply.
